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Papers reporting new research and development results as well as practical implementations and applications in the technical areas as described in the scope are solicited. Each author is requested to submit a two page-long camera ready paper in PDF file. The paper should be submitted with the corresponding author’s contact information including the full mailing address, fax number, and e-mail address  Please use English for your paper.
All papers will be typeset directly from the material submitted by the authors. This style guide has been written to allow authors to use almost any word processing, page layout, or typesetting software that can print to a PDF file. 
Paper size should be A4, 21 cm x 29.7 cm. Margins should be set for a 2.54 cm (1 in.) top, bottom, left, and right. The point size should be 10 and the font should be Times New Roman. 
Center the title. Only the first letter in the title is capitalized, except for proper names, elements and abbreviations. The title should be in 16 pt., bold font.

Center author names using 10 pt., bold font. Author names should appear as used for conventional publication, with first and middle names or initials followed by surname. 

Center author affiliations using 8 pt., italic font. Author affiliations should be separated from the next author name by one blank line. Affiliations should follow the format: division, organization, address. Abbreviations should not be used. If multiple authors have the same affiliation, one listing of the affiliation should be used, preceded by the full list of those authors on the line above. Center the e-mail address of author(s), in 8 pt., italic font directly below the affiliation.

Tables should be centered and numbered consecutively. One line table headings should be centered above the table. Several line headings should have margins that match the table width. Position tables as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the main text.

Figures should be included directly in the document and placed as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the text. All the figures should be centered, except for small figures no wider than 6.6 cm (2.6 in.), which may be placed side by side.  No part of a figure should go beyond the typing area. Text should not be wrapped around figures.

One line figure captions should be centered beneath the figure. Figure captions with more than one line should be indented 1.27 cm (0.5 in.) on both margins. The abbreviation “Fig.” for figure should appear first followed by the figure number and a period. Captions should be in 8 pt. font.

Equations should be centered, unless they are so long that less than 1 cm will be left between the end of the equation and the equation number, in which case they may run on to the next line. Equation numbers should appear at the right-hand margin, in parenthesis.  For long equations, the equation number may appear on the next line.  For very long equations, the right side of the equation should be broken into approximately equal parts and aligned to the right of the equal sign.  The equation number should appear only at the right hand margin of the last line of the equation:
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In-line math of simple fractions should use parentheses when necessary to avoid ambiguity; for example, to distinguish between 1/(n-1) and 1/n-1.  Exceptions to this are the proper fractions such as [image: image6.wmf]1

, which are better left in this form.  Summations and integrals that appear within text such as [image: image7.wmf]1
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 should have limits placed to the right of the symbol to reduce white space.

References should appear at the end of the article in the order in which they are referenced in the body of the paper. The font should be 8 pt., aligned left. 

At the point of citation within the main text, designate the reference by typing the number in after the last corresponding word [1]. Citation numbers should be placed before a comma or period [2]. Two references [3,4], should be included together, separated by a comma, while three or more consecutive references should be indicated by the bounding numbers and a dash [1-4]. 
For journal articles, authors are listed first, followed by the journal’s title abbreviation in italic, the volume number in bold, first page number or paper number, and the year in parentheses:
